PROCLAMATION OF THE 3" WORLD PANKRATION CHAMPIONSHIP

PARTICIPATION

All National Federations duly affiliated to FILA can participate in the Championship and are
fully responsible for entering their athletes within the deadline. National Federations may enter
1 athlete per weight category for Pankration, 1 couple for Palaismata, and 1 team for
Polydamas. If a country has a complete participation in the 3 events, it will be allowed to enter
2 athletes/teams wherever it likes.

Each competitor must have a valid FILA licence and a valid passport. Those who did not
purchase their licence in advance will be able to do so at accreditation. They will be asked to
show their passport, provide a picture and pay the annual licence fee of 100 CHF, 80 EUR or
100 USD.

Each competitor must be 20 or older. Competitors aged 18 and 19 will be allowed to
participate upon presentation of a medical consent. Age and nationality will be checked with
the passport at the weigh-in.

Lefkoma Symmetochis (final entries) must be sent to FILA (info@fila-pankration.com) before
11 August 2009 .

The final list of competitors must be presented to the competition secretariat on 10 September
2009 before 3 pm.

The delegations that would like to benefit from a full accommodation package from the
organizer (i.e., including transport from and to the airport, board, lodging and entry to the
championship) will be required to pay the amount of 120 CHF or 80 EUR per day. Upon
agreement with the organizer, it will be possible for the delegations to transfer the total amount
of accommodation fees to the organizer's account. Otherwise, the team leaders will have to
settle their financial obligations cash at accreditation.

The delegations that prefer to book their own hotel will benefit from a three-day forfeit of 150
CHF or 100 EUR including entry to the championship, lunch and dinner, local transport, and
entry to the final gala concert.

The organizer will take care of booking the hotels for the delegations benefitting from the
accommodation package. All official hotels have been approved by FILA.

In conformity with the FILA regulations, each team that has been entered for the championship
but does not turn up, or turns up with fewer competitors than originally announced, will be held
responsible for and have to pay half of the hotel costs for all individuals previously entered,
unless they can provide official justification such as visa refusal letters or medical certificates.

Athletes competing in the Championship are under the exclusive responsibility of their
National Federation through their respective proponites (trainers). Any breach of the rules will
be sanctioned according to the WPAC/FILA Disciplinary Regulations.

The delegations will be welcomed by the organising Committee upon their arrival in Riga
International Airport or Vilnius International Airp ort and will be driven to the accreditation
place and to their hotels. A shuttle service will transport the participants from the hotels to the
competition site. Transport schedules will be posted in each hotel.



TECHNICAL CONDITIONS

1. 10 athletes will be asked to attend the opening ceremony according to the organising
committee's instructions.

2. The competition will be run according to the FILA official rules (August 2009 version), on two
FILA approved palaistres (mats).

3. The competition will take place in the official Seires Kilon (weight categories) and no weight
allowance will be accepted: Andres (men) 57, 66, 71, 77, 84, 91, 100, +100 kg and Gynaikes
(women) 52, 61, 65, 71, 80, 87, +87 kg.

4. Each competitor will be requested to undergo a medical check before the official weigh-in.

The drawing of lots for position in the brackets will be done by computer with the FILA
competition software at the time of weigh-in.

6. The FILA licence covers medical assistance to the Pankratiasts in the event of an accident
occurring during the competition. If a competitor wishes to have a medical examination or
receive a treatment that is not linked to an accident that happened during the competition,
either he/she or his/her National Federation will be entitled to bear the related costs.

7. Each competitor will be required to wear the regulation endyma with their national flags on the
shoulder or country’s abbreviation on the back. No other identifications are allowed. Andres
(men) must wear the endyma only, while Gynaikes (women) can wear a white t-shirt
underneath it.

All athletes competing in Pankration must wear cheiroktia (gloves).

Individual prizes will be given to each weight category:

1* place 1 gold medal, certificate

2" place 1 silver medal, certificate

3" places 2 bronze medals, certificates
5" —10™ places certificates

10. The first three teams in each style will receive a cup.

11. The national anthem will be played for each individual and team champion.

HELLANODIKES (REFEREES)

1. Only the FILA certified hellanodikes (referees) with a valid 2009 licence may work in the
competition.

2. All hellanodikes must attend the seminar that will be organized on 10 September 2009.

3. New candidate hellanodikes will also be allowed to participate in the seminar in order to obtain
their certification.

4. All hellanodikes must wear a regulation red endyma.
